Rabies
	First vaccination at 3 months of age or older
First Booster one year after first vaccination.
Booster every three years thereafter unless dog is at higher than normal risk 
	Rabies is a fatal virus that attacks the brain and nerves.  It is transmitted by bite wounds and contact with the saliva or blood of a rabid animal.  Any mammal can get rabies, even people.  In Pennsylvania it is required by law that all cats & dogs be vaccinated for rabies because of the risk to Humans.  Not having this vaccination current could mean destruction of your pet and/or a $300 fine especially if it bites a person requiring treatment. 

	  Feline Leukemia (FeLV)
	First vaccination at 10 weeks of age.
First Booster 3-4 weeks after 1st Vaccination
Booster  Yearly** 
	Feline Leukemia is a very contagious viral infection.  There is no treatment and a cat that has it easily spreads it to other cats.  They may not show signs of the illness, which include any signs of sickness because this virus attacks the immune system.  It can also cause tumors.  All cats should be tested for FeLV and any cats going outside should be vaccinated. 

	  Caliciviris
(The vaccinations listed below are part of the feline distemper, FVRCPC)
	First vaccination at 6-8 weeks of age 
First Booster 3-4 weeks later, followed by a final booster at 14 weeks of age.
Booster once a year thereafter** 
	This disease is part of the Feline Upper Respiratory Infection Complex, along with Rhinotracheitis and chlamydia. Tehy cause upper respiratory signs like sneezing, coughing, discharge from the eyes and nose, loss of appetite and when severe and not treated , can be fatal.  Calicivirus can cause drooling. 

	Rhinotracheitis
(Herpesviris)
  
	First vaccination at 6-8 weeks of age 
First Booster 3-4 weeks later, followed by a final booster at 14 weeks of age.
Booster once a year thereafter**  
	Also part of the Feline URI Complex and causes the similar signs.  These deceases are very contagious to other cats and spread through direct contact and by air. Some cats can become infected and never clear the virus, especially if it is accompanied by FeLV or other immune deficiency viruses.

	Chlamydia 
	First vaccination at 6-8 weeks of age 
First Booster 3-4 weeks later, followed by a final booster at 14-16 weeks of age.
Booster once a year thereafter**  
	Chlamydia is also part of the Feline URI Complex. It affects the eys and can cause severe conjunctivitis, which can close the eyelids with mucus.  Vaccination of kittens and mother cats before breeding is the best defense against these diseases. 

	Feline Panleukopenia (Distemper) 
	First vaccination at 6-8 weeks of age 
First Booster 3-4 weeks later, followed by a final booster at 14 weeks of age.
Booster once a year thereafter**  
	Feline panleukopenia is know as feline distemper. It is seen mostly in kittens, but any cat under stress can have this disease.  It can be fatal. Signs include diarrhea, fever, vomiting. lack of appetite, and dehydration.  Respiratory signs can also occur. It is diagnosed by a blood test and is passed in the feces.  It will live in an infected cat's surroundings a ling time and is hard to remove. 


** These vaccinations need to be completed on schedule or the series must be restarted
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
