*They have been wormed. 
*They have received their first set of vaccinations.  
*Older cats have also been spayed or neutered.


*They have been treated for ear mites if appropriate. 
We do not expect payment for adopting one of our kittens, but a donation ($40.00 suggested) would be appreciated to help us defray the cost of the above tests and treatments.

You are expected at your own expense to continue wellness procedures such as completing vaccination series as required for the kitten’s health. The kitten should also be spayed or neutered when he/she is old enough.  (5-6 months of age)

We have a 2 week guarantee on any kitten adopted.  If you are unable to keep the kitten for any reason in that timeframe, we will take him/her back.
